GENERAL LEAGUE SPECIFICATONS: 
 
This league will be called Lake Geneva Youth Juniors. 
 
This league will be sanctioned with USBC.  This is a handicap youth league consisting of Boys and 
Girls.  The league will bowl 3 games per morning scheduled. 
 
This league will consist of 8 teams with a playing strength of 3 bowlers per team.   
 
The league will bowl on Saturday at 11:00 am for 28 weeks beginning on September 10, 2011.   
 
SCORES FOR A BOWLER FOUND USING CELL PHONES OR ELECTRONIC DEVICES 
DURING BOWLING WILL RECEIVE ZERO FOR THE GAME.  THIS WILL COST THE WHOLE 
TEAM SCORE. 
 
THERE WILL BE NO SWEATPANTS, TORN JEANS, SAGGIE PANTS AND HATS ALLOWED.  
IF WORN, YOUR SCORES WIL BE ZERO FOR THAT DAY AND WILL COST YOUR TEAM.  
LEAGUE SHIRTS ARE REQUIRED FOR LEAGUE PLAY. 
 
GOOD SPORTSMANSHIP WILL BE DEMONSTRATED AT ALL TIMES AND THERE WILL BE 
NO BAD LANGUAGE ALLOWED.  (SCORES WILL NOT COUNT IF FOUND SWEARING.) 
 
THERE WILL BE ZERO TOLERANCE FOR THE USE OF DRUGS, TOBACCO OR ALCOHOL.  IF 
FOUND USING ANY, THE BOWLER WILL BE PULLED FROM COMPETITION.  NO 
EXCEPTIONS.  
 
AVERAGES & HANDICAPS: 
 
The team handicap shall be the sum of the bowlers’ individual handicaps. 
 
The individual handicap shall be 90 percent of the difference between the bowler’s average and 220.  
The handicap shall not be limited.  A VACANCY score shall be 100.  An ABSENTEE score shall be the 
bowler’s average less 10 percent. 
 
For bowlers without a book average, the first day’s average shall be used for the first 3 games bowled.  
New bowlers without a book average should use the Vacancy value for the average until the scores are 
entered. 
 
POSITION ROUNDS:  The league season shall have 2 position rounds. NO PREBOWLS ALLOWED. 
 
 



TEAM POINTS AND TEAM RESULTS: 
 
2 points are awarded to the winner of each team game.  3 point is awarded for the winner of the team 
series (total pinfall with handicap). 
 
When bowling a bye the team must bowl within 40 pins of the team average to win the points.  In case 
of a tie the team wins the points. 
 
When bowling against a forfeit the team must bowl within 40 pins of the team average to win the points.   
In case of a tie the team wins the points. 
 
Team standings are determined by the percentage of wins to losses for each team. 
 
PREBOWLS:  You will be limited to 3 prebowls per half.  (There will be no prebowls allowed for 
position rounds and rolloffs.)  Postbowls are not permitted.  PREBOWLS MUST BE PAID FOR AT 
THE TIME OF BOWLING. 
 
INDIVIDUAL AWARDS: 
 
This league will award individual prizes for the high scratch and handicap scores for the season. 
 
If a bowler qualifies for more than one season game and/or series award, the bowler may only receive 
one award.   
 
MOST IMPROVED AVERAGE:  The most improved average is determined by comparing the bowler’s 
average at 12 games and the average at the end of the season.   
 
REGISTRATION FEES: This fee ($20.00) includes the sanction fee and other expenses that are 
incurred during the season (secretary supplies, trophies and etc.). 
 
BOWLING FEES: The bowling fee is $10.00 per week.  If the bowler is absent they will still be 
required to pay the bowling fee of $10.00 
 
PARENTS WILL MAKE SURE THAT THE BOWLER’S MONEY IS COMPLETE AND IN THE 
ENVELOPE BY THE 5TH FRAME OF THE 1ST GAME. 
 
TEAM CAPTAINS will make sure that the recap sheets are complete at the end of the three games.  (All 
scores are entered correctly and the other team captain has signed the sheet.)  Please turn in all sheets to 
the front desk.
